· Tony – mostly rail experience

· Graham – 30 years aviation, some military, some civil

· Jim – crisis and emergency consulting - Transport Infrastructure Assurance. Advisory Group
 (TIAAG), management aspects

· Gary – logistics, human factors, military

· Peter Miller – 28 years in RAAF, RAN – now TLISC. He covers aviation; his colleagues cover all other Transport areas such as logistics, rail and road

4. Transport SIG Terms of Reference

Very general. Need to identify the “Key Issues”.

Although there were some gaps in the membership (such as Road Transport (eg Linfox, Toll, Trucking association), it was decided that we need to show some leadership at this point.

Regarding Europe (more advanced in Road Transport), Thales has some products and is across this area.

6. Key Issues

6.1. Aviation

Drivers: Safety, cost-savings, environment, skills shortage, reaction to crises (eg emergency response).

Shortage of pilots has lead to the new Multi-Pilot Licencing – providing opportunities for simulation.

Standards: a major advantage is the regulated standards in the use of simulators

Scope: as well as pilot training, also need to consider operations: Air-Traffic Management, airports operations (eg baggage inspection sim)

6.2. Rail

Drivers: Same as for Aviation

Standards: Very different to Aviation – lack of established standards. This could be an area where the Transport SIG shows some leadership – need to be connected into the research areas (eg UK, Germany, Sweden, MUARC), and the Rail CRC
.

Scope: Also need to think of Critical Infrastructure Protection Modelling (a Federal Government program)

6.3. Road

Issues: Cost equation is not the same as for aviation (although costs are decreasing). Fragmented nature of operators and regulators.

6.4. Maritime

Drivers: Same as Aviation. Second in maturity to aviation.

Standards: Will be federal (COAG) through AMSA.

Scope: Also includes seaports, operations (eg oil spills). 

6.5. Logistics / Distribution

Some modelling is done in other sectors. Also low-level training.

Research the simulation aspects of Logistics / Distribution with TLISC.
