· Built in France using a shell provided by QR and then assembled in the training centre at Mayne 

· A Track Building Computer enables updating of routes and signalling as changes occur. For example, the airport line was built on the simulator while the actual construction of the track was still in progress. This allowed driver route tuition on the line to commence in readiness for the opening.

· The simulator is able to imitate the characteristics of all current Citytrain electric unit types (EMU/SMU/IMU) and is currently being upgraded to include the new IMU specifications.

· Separate projection room with simulator graphics and accompanying sound for the purposes of route knowledge training.   

· Persons are able to experience train driving in a totally safe environment.

· Motion capability provides more realism. 

· The use of Computer Generated Imaging (CGI) on the computer instead of video enables the instructor to set routes, fault conditions and environments that are relevant to day to day operations. 

· The whole Brisbane suburban network is available, with accurate representation of routes and infrastructure.
